Gateways Sign/Exhibit Orders

Please indicate your preferences for the following free Gateways signage.

“Identifier Sign”

All designated Gateways receive a Chesapeake Bay Gateways Network "identifier" sign for posting at the entry to the site or at a prominent visitor facility, such as a visitor center. These signs are just one way of helping people recognize sites as part of the Gateways Network. One sign is provided free of charge.

The signs have fiberglass-embedded panels showing the Gateways Network logo on a blue background. The panels are held in a durable black cast aluminum frame. They are intended for exterior use and designed to minimize the chances of damage from vandalism; replacement panels can be easily inserted in the frames.

There are two ordering options for these signs – check one box: 

 FORMCHECKBOX 

A 24" x 18" post mounted sign generally suitable for placing along the primary site entry road (not a highway) or near the entry to a primary visitor facility. The frame mounts on a 4”x 4” x 8’ post, which you would have to provide.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

A 18"x 12" wall mounted sign suitable for installation on an exterior wall near the main door of a visitor center or similar visitor entry point.
